Sound is generated through pulse-wave modulation programmed on 
microprocessors, transforming sensor input into subtle sonic res-
ponses.

My practice integrates artistic research, sound, coding, textile and 
installation to develop responsive environments that explore instabili-
ty, fragility and embodied listening.
